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Chrysler Crossfire SRT6   
Is this a Mopar??? 
I recently purchased a SRT6 and 
must say it is one of the most im-
pressive vehicles I have owned.  I 
have always wanted one and finally 
pulled the trigger on a low mileage 
example.  Although it has a Mer-
cedes Engine, it did have some help 
with Chrysler engineers and of 
course carries the Chrysler badging.  
My 2003 Stratus coupe has a Mitsu-
bishi engine!  I guess it is safe to 
say that the SRT6 is at least part 
Mopar. 
The SRT6 can get around my cur-
rent small block (360 crate/300 
Horse) Duster, but would not chal-
lenge my previous built 440 Duster 

which ran very Low 11s. This is 
bone stock however and pulls like 
a rocket. It has to be low/mid 13s! 
They can easily get into 12/
high11s with some moderate tun-
ing. No wheel spin (traction con-
trol) or loud noise. Regular Cross-
fires could be had with either 
Automatic Transmission or Man-
ual. The SRT6 only came with an 
Automatic. They made just over 
3,000 copies. Most were 2005 
models and just a few were 2006 
models.  Hopefully I can get the 
club president over for a drive on 
this car if he hasn’t already driven 
one. 
2005 Chrysler Crossfire SRT6 
Specifications 
 The 2005 Chrysler Crossfire 

SRT6 Coupe is a high-performance 
version of the standard Crossfire 
model. The Crossfire SRT6 uses the 
Mercedes-Benz SLK platform and is 
assembled in Germany, while the 
SRT6 engine is derived from the Mer-
cedes SLK32 AMG. Chrysler's Street 
Racing and Technology (SRT), nor-

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trolled by an anti-lock braking system. The wheels are 18 
inches in the front and 19 inches in the back, with 
225/40ZR18 tires on the front and 225/40ZR18 on the 
back. 
Capacities and Physical Dimensions: 
 The SRT6 weighs 3240 lb. and has a wheelbase of 94.5 
inches. This Crossfire model is also 159.8 inches long, 
51.5 inches high and 69.5 inches wide. The fuel tank can 
hold 15.85 gallons of 91-octane unleaded gasoline. 
Performance specifications 
 The top speed of the SRT6 is 158 mph, while the zero-
to-60 mph time is measured at 5.2 seconds. The standing 
quarter-mile time is estimated at 13.5 seconds. 
 
Summary:  Not too many cars were made that can blend 
this kind of performance with great looks and still get 
over 20 miles per gallon. The SRT6 is a winner from any 
perspective.

Engine Specifications: 
The Crossfire SRT6 is powered by a 3.2-liter, super-
charged V6 engine. The engine has a cylinder bore and 
stroke measurement of 3.54 and 3.31 inches, respec-
tively, and a cylinder compression ratio of 9 to 1. This 
engine block is constructed of cast aluminum, while the 
cylinder head is made of aluminum alloy. The engine 
produces 310 ft.-lb. of torque at 4,800 rpm and a maxi-
mum of 330 horsepower at 6,100 rpm. 
 
Author Note:  This may be a low figure as the Mer-
cedes model that received this exact engine is rated at 
349 Horsepower. 
Transmission, Brakes, Tires, Suspension: 
The SRT6 has a five-speed automatic transmission. The 
front suspension is composed of independent upper and 
lower "A" arms with coil springs, while the rear sus-
pension is an independent multi-link with coil springs. 
The front and rear brakes both have vented disc con-
